


6. How will my child understand if he/she does not speak the second language?

❏ Teachers use many sheltered instruction strategies to make the content comprehensible, such
as visuals, manipulatives, gestures, and physical movements. Also, teachers repeat vocabulary
and concepts and will frequently check for understanding. Your child is not expected to speak
the second language immediately. Learning a second language is a five to seven year process,
and each child develops at his/her own rate.

7. What does the instructional setting look like for students enrolled in the two-way dual language
program?

❏ Instruction is delivered in one of two staffing models. A co-teach model is two teachers
partnered together, one teacher teaches all content in English, the other teaches in Spanish. A
self-contained model is where one teacher teaches the content in English and Spanish based
on the language of the day/week. *No content repeats.

8. What curriculum will be utilized in the two-way dual language program?

❏ The two-way dual language program follows the same curriculum as the general education
program, which is developed by the district’s Curriculum & Instruction Department and is based
on the state standards.

9. How will I know if my child is making progress in English and Spanish?

❏ Students in the two-way dual language program will be assessed on their academic and
linguistic progress. Academic progress will be reported to parents via progress reports and
report cards. Linguistic progress will be reported through the Language Development
Performance Report.

10. What happens to a two-way dual language program participant after they complete 5th grade?

❏ Students may opt to attend their zoned middle school as all middle schools offer a Spanish
class for a Languages Other Than English (LOTE) high school credit in 8th grade.

❏ If students meet specified criteria, they will have the opportunity to attend Faubion Middle
School. FMS provides a program for these students with a Spanish Language Arts class as an
elective in 6th grade, a Spanish Literature class in 7thgrade for a combined Languages Other
Than English (LOTE) two high school credits, and Advanced Spanish III class in 8 thgrade for a
third LOTE high school credit.
